This Indenture made this 28th day of May in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and nineteen. Between William Griffen and Thomas Hanson of Washington County of “Pensyvania” Administrators of the Estate of Andrew Griffen late of said County and State deceased. with a “coppy” of said “decead” will annexed, of the one part, and Joseph Elliott and John Farguhar of Jefferson County and State of Ohio of the other part.

Whereas the said Andrew Griffin in his last will and Testament bearing date the twenty ninth day of September in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twelve directed his lands over the Ohio River and all his moveable “propperty” that he had nor disposed of should be appraised and if none of his heirs should think proper to take them at the appraisement, the might be sold (as in and by said will duly proved, registered and filed in the registers office at Washington in the County of Washington aforesaid, reference being thereunto had will more full appear. and, 

Whereas the said Administrators had the hereinafter described “peice” or parcel of land appraised by Arthur Latimore Calvin Moorhead and all the heirs of the said Andrew “refuseing” to take the same at the appraisement set thereon by them the said Administrators did by virtue of the power vested in them by said will sell the same to them the said Joseph Elliott and John Farguhar for the sum of seven hundred and fifty dollars being the valuation set thereon by the aforenamed appraisors.

Now this Indenture Witnesseth, that the said William Griffen and Thomas Hanson Administrators aforesaid in persuance of the authority given to them in said will and for and in consideration of the said sum of seven hundred and fifty dollars current money to them in hand paid by the said Joseph Elliott and John Farguhar at or before the ensealing and delivery hereof the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged, have granted, bargained, sold, enfoeffed, released and confirmed and by these presents do grant, bargain, sell, enfoeff, release and confirm unto the said Joseph Elliott and John Farguhar their heirs and assigns all the west side of Section No. 28 of Township No. 11, of Range 3.

Situate lying and being on the waters of Yellow Creek in Jefferson County and State of Ohio aforesaid, and of the courses and distances following. “Begining” ten perches west of “qarter” Section thence South two hundred and fifty perches to Yellow Creek thence up said Creek to the western boundary of said Section, containing two hundred and fifty acres. It is part of Section No. 28, Township No. 11, of Range 3, which was granted by the United States to the said Andrew Griffin deceased, by their patent bearing date the 9th day of February Anno Dommini 1807 Reference being thereunto had will more fully and at large appear. 

To Have and to Hold, the said described land of two hundred and fifty acres, to the said Joseph Elliott and John Farguhar their heirs and assigns to the only “propper” use and behoof of the said Joseph Elliott and John Farguhar, their heirs and assigns forever, as “Tennants” in common and not Joint “Tennants.”
