Know all men by these presents, that I Joseph Elliott, by and with the consent of my two sons Thomas & Jeremiah Elliott, of the one part, and Benjamin Elliott of the other part. all of Jefferson County, Ohio, Witnesseth, Whereas certain controversies, law suits & C existing between the parties, having arisen out of Bargains and Sales heretofore made concerning the sale and Barter of land, viz: one being called the Sandy farm and the other called the Yellow Creek farm adjoining lands with Thomas George Mordecai Moore and others and whereas the said Joseph Elliott obtained a decree at the last term of the Court of Common Pleas of said Jefferson County, which said suit is now pending in the supreme Court. In order therefore to put an end to said suite and all controversies and matters aforesaid and to settle unity peace and harmony, between them concerning the same. It is mutually agreed and perfectly understood by and between the parties, that the said Benjamin pay to the said Joseph Elliott Four Hundred and fifty four dollars, the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged by the said Joseph and certain other personal property heretofore agreed upon by the parties and the said Benjamin aggress to pay all costs that has accrued or may accrue in consequence of said suits or controversies. The Attornies fees of said Joseph Excepted. It further the [sic] said Benjamin agrees and forever quitclaims all right, title, or interest in and to the estate of the said Joseph Elliott as an heir at law and the said Joseph by and with the consent of his sons aforesaid Stays all suits now pending and forever releases all claims, to both and either of the farms aforesaid. I confirm to him the said Benjamin forever the deed heretofore executed by him and Elizabeth his wife for the farm on Yellow Creek and further that the agreement as now entered into Shall be a rule or a decree of the Court aforesaid. So as to put a fixed end to all matters of controversy and for the confirmation of this agreement we have hereunto set our hands and seals this 26th day of September. Anno Domini 1833.
