This Indenture made this 11th day of October in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty Between Joseph Elliott of Ross Township in the County of Jefferson and State of Ohio and Elizabeth his wife of the one part and Stephen Coe of the place aforesaid of the other part. 

Witnesseth, that the said Joseph Elliott and Elizabeth his wife for and in consideration of the sum of three hundred and eighty six dollars and fifty cents to them in hand paid by the Stephen Coe at and before the ensealing and delivery hereof the receipt whereof they do hereby acknowledge and thereof aquit and forever discharge the said Stephen Coe his heirs executors and administrators by these presents have granted, bargained, sold released and confirmed unto the said Stephen Coe and to his heirs and assigns all the following and described tract of land Viz. at the south west corner of section N. 28 in Township N. 11 of range N. 3 thence with the section line north eighty eight degrees and an half east thirty eight perches to the south east side of big Yellow Creek thence down said Creek north thirty six degrees north thirty six degrees [sic] east eighteen perches north sixty one degrees east twenty two perches and eight tenths north thirteen degrees east ten perches north fifty degrees west fourteen perches north forty two degrees east sixteen perches north eighty degrees east sixty perches south eighty five east twenty eight perches thence across Yellow Creek north one degree and a half west ninety three perches to Gum tree in the Centre of the section thence north eighty nine degrees west one hundred and sixty perches to a post in section line with said line south one degree and an half east one hundred and sixty perches to the begining containing one hundred and eighteen acres and an half acre of land. Together with all and singular the houses our houses, buildings, barns, Stables, ways, woods, waters, water courses, rights, liberties, privileges, heridittements, and appurtenances whatsoever thereunto or in anywise appertaining and the reversions and remainders rents issues and profits thereof. And also all the estate, right, title, Interest, property claim and demands whatsoever of them the said Joseph Elliott and Elizabeth his wife in law or equity or otherwise howsoever of into or out of the same. 

To Have and To Hold the said tract of one hundred and eighteen acres and an half acre of land heridittements and premises hereby granted, or mentioned or intended so to be with the appurtenances unto the said Stephen Coe his heirs and assigns to the only proper use and behoof of the said Stephen Coe his heirs and assigns forever. And the said Joseph Elliott and Elizabeth his wife for themselves and their heirs executors and administrators doth covenant promise grant and agree to and with the said Stephen Coe his heirs and assigns by these presents, that they the said Joseph Elliott and Elizabeth his wife and their heirs the said above mentioned and described tract of land heridittements and premises hereby granted or mentioned or intended so to be with the appurtenances unto the said Stephen Coe his heirs and assigns against them the said Joseph Elliott and their heirs and assigns and against all and every other person and persons whomsoever lawfully claiming or to claim shall and will warrant and forever defend by these presents.
