This Indenture made the thirtieth day of January in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty eight between Joseph Elliott and Elizabeth his wife of the County of Jefferson and State of Ohio of the one part, and Thomas George of said County and State aforesaid of the other part, Witnesseth that the said Joseph Elliott and Elizabeth his wife for and in consideration of the sum of one hundred dollars to them in hand paid, the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged, have granted, bargained and Sold, and by these presents do grant, bargain, sell, convey and confirm unto the said Thomas George his heirs or assigns all the following described tract of land, with the appurtenances, Situate lying and being in the County of Jefferson and State of Ohio and is bounded as follows, to wit- Adjoining lands with the said Thomas George in said County and being a part and lying on the line of the Northwest quarter of Section number Twenty eight in Township Eleven and Range three, and running one hundred and Sixty Roods from the North to the South in length, fifteen Roods in breadth from East to west containing fifteen Acres be the same more or less being in the District of lands Sold at Steubenville. To have and to hold the above described tract of land and premises with the appurtenances to the said Thomas George his heirs and Assigns forever to the only proper use and behoof of him the said Thomas George his forever. [sic] And the said Joseph Elliott for himself and for his heirs executors and Administrators do and hereby covenant and agree to and with the said Thomas George his heirs and assigns that them the said Joseph and Elizabeth his wife the above described tract of land and premises to the said Thomas George his heirs and assigns Shall and will warrant and forever defend against all lawful claims whatsoever.
