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This cause having been Submitted at the last term & the Bill, answer, exhibits & testimony having been read, heard & fully understood by the Court, together with the arguments of the counsel, And the Court having continued the cause to this time under advisement, The Court do find, that the Complainant is advanced in life being upward of 77 years of age. That in the year 1828 he owned and was in possession of the farm & tract of land described in said petition Situate in Jefferson County that on the first day of April of that year he put the Respondent into the possession thereof for the purpose of getting a more comfortable support for himself & his aged wife, And also some personal property passed into the possession of Respondent for the purpose of being applied to use & benefit of the Complainant. That soon after the Respondent evidenced considerable haste & anxiety to get the legal title of said land in himself. This he accomplished & on the 27th of April A. D. 1829 procured a Deed from Complainant & his wife for the said farm & tract of land in Jefferson County being one hundred & thirty five acres of land Situate in the North West corner of Section No 28 Township No 11 Range No 3, of the Steubenville district. After this Deed was made the Respondent procured from the said Complainant an article of agreement or Settlement date January the 12th A. D. 1831 by which the Complainant was charged with the Support of himself & his wife and induced to acknowledge that there was only $400 due to him on account of his said farm & land and which was to be expended in the support of the Complainant & his wife, And the Court do find that the said Deed of conveyance & Settlement were fraudulently obtained by the Defendant by taking advantage of the infirmity & imbecility of mind of the Complainant and his ignorance of his rights. The court are therefore of the opinion that the equity of the case is with the Complainant and it is ordered adjudged & decreed that the said Deed dated the 27th day of April 1829 & exhibited with the answer of the said Respondent for the said described farm & tract of land in Jefferson County and the said article of Settlement exhibited therewith dated January 12th 1831 be set aside vacated & held as completely null & void, That the said Respondent Benjamin Elliot release to his father within thirty days from this term all claims & pretence of title under the said Deed and restore the possession of said farm & tract of land to the said Joseph Elliot. And also it is further ordered adjudged & decreed by the Court, that the respondent render a Strict & accurate account under oath before the master Commissioner of this Court of all the property of his father, Benjamin Elliott [sic] that has come to his hands & possession since the original agreement between them dated the 15th day of February 1828 And that this cause be continued until the coming in of the Master Report. And thereupon the Defendant gives notice of his intention to appeal to the Supreme Court.
